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Slavery and Human Trafficking Statement on behalf of
Festival Medical Services (FMS)

1. Introduction

FMS recognises that modern slavery is both an extremely serious crime and a grave violation of human rights and human dignity, and exists in a wide variety of forms, including forced and bonded labour, child slavery, early and forced marriage and all forms of trafficking in persons. Whilst they are exploited and abused in many ways, all victims share one defining experience – a loss of freedom.

FMS is committed to preventing acts of modern slavery and human trafficking from occurring within both its business and supply chain.

2. Organisation Structure

FMS carries out its activities through its membership who are skilled medical and support staff.  These members volunteer for FMS work and are supported by four paid part time staff and a management team.

FMS medical staff are subject to DBS checks 

The Trustees have an overview of the organisation.

3. FMS’s Activities

FMS is the UK’s leading Charity providing Medical Services at Festivals, providing a full range of medical services, rather than a minimum emergency response, to music festivals and outdoor events throughout the UK. 


Additionally, FMS trains and accredits medical staff in the high level of skills needed to practice in a challenging environment.
 
FMS’s surplus funds are used to make significant grants to charities that make a real difference to the lives of people.
4. Supply Chains and Due Diligence
If FMS has any concerns about a supplier, then it will take its business elsewhere
5. Dissemination
All staff and volunteers are directed to FMS’s Slavery and Human Trafficking Statement which is available on FMS’s website. Staff and volunteers must familiarise themselves with this policy.

6. Rationale

This statement is made in accordance with Section 54(1) of the Modern Slavery Act 2015. 

FMS is not required, by law, to provide a Slavery and Human Trafficking Statement as its turnover is below the £36m threshold.  However, because of its profile, and the customers that it serves, it is felt that this Statement should be produced.

FMS has taken no steps to ensure slavery and human trafficking is not taking place and is just beginning investigations.  If risk is identified, then FMS will take steps to manage the risk.
